DISH NETWORK'S ENDRUN FAILS IN SEX OFFENDER SUIT 
 

 DISH Network's attempt to take the case of Infant Doe v. DISH Network to Federal 

court has failed. This case arises out of a 2005 incident in which a DISH Network 

Installer sexually assaulted a minor while installing a customer's TV package. The 

individual defendant, Mr. Donald Waters, was sentenced to 20 years in prison for his 

action and the instant action has been brought in the hopes of recovering for the damages 

the Doe family has sustained due to his crime. 

 This most recent ruling in the case simply establishes the court that will hear the 

case. In civil cases in which the parties are citizens of different states, a "diversity of 

citizenship" exists which requires the case to be heard in Federal court to eliminate any 

pro-citizen bias a court may have. In this case, three of the defendants are corporate and 

not regarded as entities of Virginia. However, Mr. Waters' citizenship is a subject for 

debate. The defense argued that he was a citizen of Maryland having lived there earlier in 

life and having provided that address on his employment application. The plaintiff 

contends that he is a citizen of Virginia as he has lived there for many years, has a family 

there and provides Richmond addresses for most everything. In the end the judge 

determined that "the exhibits submitted by the Plaintiffs demonstrate a substantial and 

continuing connection between Waters and the Richmond, Virginia area. [While] the 

evidence submitted by Defendants... shows only a minimal connection between Waters 

and Maryland." Because one of the defendants is deemed to be a citizen of Virginia the 

case must be heard in the Circuit Court.
